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THE ROLE, CONTRIBUTION AND COMPETENCE OF PARTICIPANTS
(STUDENTS/TUTORS) IN ALTERNATIVE EDUCATIONAL MODELS

Summary: This paper provides an overview of several educational models, including all levels of
education, suitable for the application and maintenance of inclusive education and issues that
inclusion inevitably entails — e.g. diversity, tolerance, acceptance, equality, freedom of thought

and so on. With consideration of these models, the paper enables an insight into the general
education frameworks which these models are derived from: formal / institutional and informal /
non-institutional / self-organizing / interactive education, and their mutual relations.

Examining theoretically and practically the relationship between formal and non-formal education,
the two opposite polarities, which are each offering different aspects of education and educational
policies — a variety of techniques and processes of learning, knowledge sharing, authority and
hierarchy, etc. — the paper aims to position the individual (both teachers and pupils) within such a
relationship and to articulate its role, contribution and competence in educational models that are
alternatives to the existing educational structures. Also, by mapping these instances according to
current local and global social trends and processes — globalization, digitalization and
computerization of society, the growing importance of media literacy, emotional and social
intelligence, social solidarity and similar models of citizenship and infrastructure — the paper
primarily examines the social and cultural context for the existence and application of new
educational models, both at individual and collective levels.
